SESSION REPORT 

As you all know, our church is in the process of finding a new minister.  In order to keep the congregation apprised of 

where we are in that process, we will report to you during worship and also in the Presby Press. 

This past Wednesday, Session met with Mike Wallace and Joe Svancara, the two people who were assigned to us by 

Presbytery to act as our transition team.  They will guide us through the process as we prayerfully consider how best to 

proceed. 

The next step is to form a Pastoral Nominating Committee. As a means to that end, weôre asking each of you to consid-

er serving on this 5-person committee.  It would be nice to have a cross-section of members, from diverse age groups 

and other demographics. 

As a congregation, we must nominate and approve the members at a special congregational meeting.  Weôve set that 

meeting for March 11, 2018, following our worship service.  That day we will present our proposed slate as well as 

welcome nominations from the floor, discuss, and then vote on those we name.  If a member of Session approaches 

you to serve on the PNC, please give it prayerful consideration. 

After weôve established our PNC, our search can begin in earnest. It will involve examining-once again-who we are, 

what we believe, and where we want to go.  It will involve writing up a job description and salary and benefits pack-

age.  It will mean identifying 10 characteristics we find most important in a spiritual leader, and also naming our goals 

for the church, both short and long term. 

We will then put that information out to potential pastors, who will at the same time be examining THEIR strengths, 

calling, and what kind of ministry they hope to do.  From there, itôs kind of like Match.com.  Our profile is out there, 

and their profile is out there.  Then we compare and search and pray for guidance. 

Then we start reading resumés, doing phone interviews, meeting with people, and watching people lead worship in 

neutral pulpits, their own pulpits, and eventually-when weôve narrowed it down to a couple really promising candidates

-here in our own church. 

This process can take anywhere from 6-24 months, depending on many factors. So. We have work to do.  If we all pull 

together, we can be efficient in our search.  Mike Wallace reminded us that the Lord will be with both us and our next 

pastor, every step of the way. 

You may be asked to help in the process.  There are many ways to do that.  The first is to form that committee. 

If you are interested in being part of that journey, talk to any member of Session.  The sooner we get started, the sooner 

weôll have a new pastor.  (Which means the less youôll be hearing from ME!) 

Feel free to ask Session members where we are in the process, and please pray for our congregation and for those who 

take on the task of searching for our new pastor.  We will work to keep you informed of how weôre doing.
