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I Corinthians 12: 14-27 

Indeed, the body does not consist of one member but of many. If the foot were to say, ‘Because I am not a 

hand, I do not belong to the body’, that would not make it any less a part of the body. And if the ear were to 

say, ‘Because I am not an eye, I do not belong to the body’, that would not make it any less a part of the 

body. If the whole body were an eye, where would the hearing be? If the whole body were hearing, where 

would the sense of smell be? But as it is, God arranged the members in the body, each one of them, as he 

chose. If all were a single member, where would the body be? As it is, there are many members, yet one 

body. The eye cannot say to the hand, ‘I have no need of you’, nor again the head to the feet, ‘I have no 

need of you.’ On the contrary, the members of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, and 

those members of the body that we think less honourable we clothe with greater honor, and our less re-

spectable members are treated with greater respect; whereas our more respectable members do not need 

this. But God has so arranged the body, giving the greater honor to the inferior member, that there may be 

no dissension within the body, but the members may have the same care for one another. If one member 

suffers, all suffer together with it; if one member is honored, all rejoice together with it. Now you are the 

body of Christ and individually members of it.

February Special Offering and Food Collection 

Food Collection: Souperbowl 

Special Offering: Tuna or Canned Meat 



òCOFFEE with the PASTORó 

February 2019  

I think you will probably agree with me, that being ñon boardò for only 5 İ months does not allow 

me have a complete picture of what the FPC of Minerva is all about.  I have done as much as I can in inves-

tigating the history of the church and I have visited with a number of people from the church, and the biggest 

issue that I see the FPC facing in the near future is the lack of participants in worship, especially younger 

people and particularly children.  I am not saying that those who are senior citizens are not doing their part, 

only that the energy and excitement that comes along with youth is a great asset to any church and often can 

determine the path going forward. If you were in worship on Christmas Eve, you probably noticed a number 

of ñactive membersò who were in church for the first time in a long time.   In fact, our active members total 

is 119, while the average Sunday worship attendance is in the high 30ôs or low 40ôs, which translates to 

about 30-32% of active members attending worship on Sunday mornings.  Also, approximately 40 active 

members have not been in worship at all for over a year.  What are we doing to bring those folk back into the 

church family?  What can be done to address their needs? 

As the church looks to the future, I believe that we must first seek Godôs guidance in leading us into 

the future.  I have witnessed many churches that have had the desire to grow, but do not know what their 

mission / purpose is in the community or within with church.  Proverbs 28:18 states that: ñwhere there is no 

vision, the people perishéò  Although I am aware that this verse is often taken out of context, the message 

is applicable for the church of today.  Where there is no vision / understanding / discerned purpose for the 

existence of a church the church tends to vacillate and fails to stay on a determined planned course or, mini-

mally, to assess and reassess the churchôs strengths, weaknesses and overall ministry.  

There are many wonderful people here at FPC and a lot of hard workers.  But the questions are:  what 

are we trying to accomplish and, are we simply ñspinning our wheelsò?  We need to analyze the community 

and reach out to the unchurched, while at the same time encouraging absent members to return to this house 

of worship. 

Now, let me also say that the FPC is a mission minded church.  The mission committee has undertak-

en several causes, and other organizations within the church have done the same.  But while the mission of 

every church ought to be to help those in need, is not its MAIN mission to bring people to Christ?  I wonder 

what FPC is doing along this line of thinking.   

I hope my report is not discouraging, because I did not intend it to be that way.  Rather, my hope is to 

encourage all members of the church to pray and think about the church daily, and attempt to discover what 

it is that God would have us do in this community. Because I am a part-time interim, with a limited number 

of hours (30), I am unable to attend many of the activities outside of my normal schedule and Sunday wor-

ship.  However, I am more than willing to sit down and discuss, with all who are interested, the possibilities 

and potential, for enhancing the churchôs presence in the community and to reach out to the un-churched.   

We need to be in a futuristic ministry, not a survival ministry.  We need to seek ways to bring people 

to the Good News of Christ and to disciple them into a relationship with him.  We need to become less 

ñroutineò and more innovated.  This does not mean to abandon all that we love, only to reassess the effec-

tiveness of how and what we do for the kingdom.  

 The Session is going to be working on a vision statement over the next few months and I would en-

courage all of you to pray about that vision and to make suggestions to our Elders or to myself, so that we 

can implement short and long range goals that are realistic and effective.   With everyoneôs input and partici-

pation, we can make a difference in Minerva and the world.
